Riding further information 

1, Riding lessons will be booked for the whole academic year, and need to be 

arranged by completing the enclosed form which must be returned to Queen Mary’s 

by July 9
th

. 

2, If you wish to stop riding a terms notice must be given. 

3,Types of lessons. 

a, Class lessons.  Course of 10 lessons per term (approx in groups of 6) @ £200 per 

term.  Flatwork, jumping, and stable management will be covered in these sessions. 

The younger riders will be especially encouraged by these stable management 

sessions as they will start to realise that there is much more to riding than just sitting 

on a pony. Girls will be expected to learn about brushing off their ponies, tacking 

them up and looking after their ponies when the lesson has finished. The older girls 

lessons will concentrate more on their riding ability and they will be encouraged to 

compete both at the shows we run at school and also some out of school. 

b, Half hour private lessons.  Course of 10 @ £200 per term. These are the ideal for 

complete beginners/nervous riders. After a term, if of they have achieved the correct 

standard. the child should be able to join a class lesson. 

c, Private lessons. ¾ hour. Time is limited for these, but if required time can normally 

be found for a few girls during the week. Preferably booked in at the same time every 

week, but occasional ones may be arranged as time allows. £30.00.
